JANUARY 11 Cape Horn, Chili - Cruising

out the highlights of this diverse ecosystem.

JANUARY 12 Ushuaia, Argentina

Surrounded on three sides by towering peaks, this was a
formal penal colony location. Scientist Charles Darwin must
have had a difficult time leaving this Eden during his travels
through the area.

JANUARY 13 Punta Arenas, Chili
Punta Arenas is the southern most point on the contiguous
South American continent. It overlooks the Strait of Magellan

and Otaway Sound, home to colonies of sea lions and Magel-

lanic Penguins. Its also one of the few places on earth where
you can snow ski while overlooking out over an ocean!

JANUARY 14 Strait of Magelian - Cruising

This 360 mile strait isolates the Tierra del Fuego archipelago
from the rest of the South American continent, and it's named
after the explorer Ferdinand Magellan. You'll retrace his steps
as you make the shortest crossing from Atlantic to Pacific
between two land masses this side of the Panama Canal.

JANUARY 15 Chilean Fjords - Cruising
These are some of the most magnificent fjords in the World.

As your eyes work their way up the jagged walls of mam-

moth glaciers, you may be rewarded with an Andean condor
sighting. On the oceans surface, the penguins always put
on a good show.

JANUARY 16 Puerto Montt, Chili

In this idyllic setting, surrounded by national parks, lakes
and mountains, it's easy to understand why people come
here to enjoy the outdoors South American style. Imagine
sipping fine Chilean wine after a few hours of testing your
skills on the bountiful trout waters in the area.
